*This position is dependent upon partial funding from the Canada Summer Jobs wage subsidy
program; therefore, the specific term will be determined in late April. Preference will be given to
qualified applicants already residing in the Clayoquot Biosphere Region and youth who are
underrepresented in the labour market. Additionally, eligible candidates must:

e be between 15 - 30 years of age at the start of employment;

e be a Canadian citizen, permanent resident, or person to whom refugee protection has
been conferred under the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act for the duration of the
employment; and

e have avalid Social Insurance Number at the start of employment and be legally entitled
to work in Canada in accordance with relevant provincial or territorial legislation and
regulations.
